1. Hard plastic remnants

2. Soft plastic film remnants

3. Cigarette butts

4. Paper and cardboard packaging

5. Plastic food packaging

6. Plasticlids and tops

7. Metal bottle caps, lids and pull tabs

8. Broken glass fragments

9. Sanitary items (tissues, cotton buds)

10. Foam insulation and packaging
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
